Keyless Transmitter Codes Input Procedure

Storing transmitter codes:

The codes of up to three transmitters can be read into the keyless receiver unit memory.
(If a fourth code is stored, the code which was input first will be erased.)
NOTE: It is important to maintain the time limits between the steps.

Turn the ignition switch OM (11}

Within 1 to 4 sec, push the transmitter lock or unlock
Button with the transmitter aimed at the receiver.
Within 1 to 4 sec, turn the ignition switch OFF.
Within 1 to 4 sec, goto step 5.
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Repeat step 1.
Repeat step 2.
Repeat step 3.
Within 4 sec, goto step 9.
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. Repeat step 1.

. Repeat step 3.

Repeat step 2.

Within 4 sec, goto step 13,
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Repeat step 1.

Within 9 sec, goto step 17 through 22,

Aim the (first)transmitter whose code you want to
store at the receiver, and press the transmitt er button.
Repeat step 15.

Aim the (second) transmitter whose code you want to
store at the receiver, and press the transmitt er button.
Repeat step 15.

Aim the (third) transmitter whose code you want to
store at the receiver, and press the transmitt er button.
Repeat step 15.

NOTE:

If only one transmitter code is to be stored, repeat
step 17 through 18 three times.

If only two transmitter codes are to be stored,
perform step 17 through 18 one time by the first
transmitter, and then repeat step 19 through 20 twice
by second transmitter.

Delete steps 21 and 22,

If new ancther (forth) transmitter code is to be stored,
go back to step 1 and perform the procedure.
